Sissi Guihen completed a hat trick of wins for the season at Les Landes yesterday. Having won a low level handicap to record her first win of the year at the first May meeting the five year old mare then showed worthy of a step up in class when winning the Warwick Vase on May Bank Holiday Monday, then yesterday confirmed that she was still streets ahead of the handicapper collecting The Blair Brothers Handicap.
Held up in midfield by jockey Caroline Hurley the Alyson Malzard trained mare made her challenge up the middle of the track once the field had turned for home and although the official winning distance was just a length such was the style of the win Sissi Guihen appears to still have a fair bit more in hand.  Danehill Dazzler who had shown signs of returning to form at the last meeting finished second a head in front of Sans Sa Dame who ran a fine race under top weight.  However  the winner seems to have been treated with leniency by the handicapper as the mare has only been raised nine pounds in the official ratings since the start of the season despite winning her previous two races and finishing second on her first outing this year! Those who correctly forecasted the first two home were rewarded with a bumper payout of £148.40 on the Tote Exacta.
Sissi Guihen’s success completed a quick fire double on the card for her jockey as Hurley had ridden Azaria to a pillar to post victory in the afternoons opening event The Jersey Race Club Handicap Hurdle. Run over two and a quarter miles this is the longest race on the Jersey Race Club’s calendar and Azaria seemed to appreciate every inch of the distance and was always holding off the challenge of Nordic Affair to win by three quarters of a length with Koka Fast a length and a half back in third. Disappointment of the race was the C I Champion Hurdler King of the Beers who finished tailed off, however as this was only his second race of the season it would be best to discard this run and he will strip a lot fitter later in the season.
The afternoons feature event The S G Hambros Handicap over the minimum trip of five furlongs, was unfortunately subject to two false starts which saw Anna Galeria bolting on the second occasion leading to her not participating in the race proper. When the race did finally get off Fast Freddie failed to get his normal flyer and found him facing the uncustomary task of chasing his rivals. At the business end of the race Nordic Light was driven past the post by Kylie Manser to hold off Fast Freddie by a quickly diminishing neck, with rank outsider Major Maximus showing his first bit of form three quarters of a length back in third. Having trained the first two winners this completed a hat trick on the afternoon’s card for Alyson t Malzard.
The Jersey Race Club Mile Handicap saw King Kenny visit the winners enclosure for the first time this season for trainer Angie Corson, the six year old obviously enjoyed the underfoot conditions which had benefited from the recent rain producing genuine good racing ground. King Kenny passed the post a length and a half in front of La Verte Rue with Becks Bolero a further three and a half lengths back in third.
Final event on the card was run over a mile and a quarter and saw the biggest field of the season go to post with eleven runner’s lining up. The race was effectively reduced to an eight runner event with the afternoon’s second unsatisfactory start.  Cronkyvoddy took no part in events as the ten year old refused to race when the field were let go and both Hold the Bucks and River Du Nord lost a dozen lengths. National Monument got off to a flyer, rapidly opening up a ten length lead as the remainder of the field passed the post for the first time, however he faded out of contention just as quickly three furlongs from home and it was Lady Petrus who saluted the judge winning by three lengths from Toggle and Fine The World who were separated by a nose in second and third place. Silver Silence looked as if he was going to bolt up as the field turned for home but found nothing when asked for his effort by Tony Proctor as the field passed the furlong marker eventually finishing just over five lengths behind his winning stablemate.
The win by Lady Petrus meant that there were no winners of the Tote Exacta forecast on the last race nor The Race Club’s Pick 4 Jackpot which guarantees a minimum pot of £1,500 for those who can pick the winners of the last four races at the Race Club’s only evening meeting of the season which is to be held on Friday 1st July.
