Sunday Ladies Day race meeting at Les Landes sees the Jersey Race Club stage two pony races at Les Landes prior to the normal card as the Pony Club youngsters aged between 10 and 15 years are given the chance to experience race riding.
First of these two races which have both been sponsored by Amy Builders Ltd is at 1:10 over Four furlongs and is for ponies under 138cm and sees a field of four go to post. The second event at 1:40 is for ponies under 148cm and is being run over the slightly further distance of five and a half furlongs.
Thoroughbred racing begins at the normal time of 2:30pm with “The Ladbrokes Odds On Reward Card Handicap Hurdle” this race is over two and a half miles and is the longest race on the Race Club Calendar. Alyson Malzard and Stephen Arthur each saddle two in the four runner event with the former’s Koka Fast winner of the race twelve months ago likely to go off as favourite. However the nine year old was surprisingly beaten in the Champion Hurdle in the middle of July and then could only finish fourth in the Jersey Derby. In view of these two below form efforts it might be best to overlook him on this occasion. The other Malzard runner is Azaria who has won two over hurdles this season and could well go close, however I think the likely winner could well come from the Arthur yard in the form of Nordic Affair who will be well suited by the race distance, although he was a little bit disappointing at the last meeting. Stablemate Anfield Road has also visited the winner’s enclosure twice this season but would appear to have his work cut out this time.
Second race at 3:05pm is “The Ladbrokes Bet in Play Handicap” over seven furlongs the usual batch of sprinters are amongst the field on nine and Top Pursuit who came last to first when winning over the minimum trip last time still has the appearance of a well handicapped horse and could once again benefit from a strong early pace if Fast Freddie, Kersivay and High Voltage do battle for the early lead. Joan Le Brocq’s newcomer Crazy in Love is only a three year old and may need a bit more time. Anna Galeria from the Tony Le Brocq stable won over five furlongs earlier this month but this distance may be just too far for the four year old. Alyson Malzard has three runners in the race and her best two chances may be with La Verte Rue who finally got her head in front over a furlong further at the last meeting and Nordic Light who could well pop up off bottom weight. The final runner in the field is Major Maximus who has run creditably on a couple of occasions this season and is put forward as a sporting each way selection.
Feature race on the card is “The RBS Coutts Channel Islands Handicap” due off at 3:40 over one mile and attracts the largest field of the day as ten face the starter. This race has the look of a lucky pin event as between the whole field they have only managed to win three races this season. Hold The Bucks, One Cool Poppy and Grenane represent the Malzard yard with the latter appearing to be her best chance of winning, Stephen Arthur runs Athania who has been most disappointing this season having displayed temperament at the start on a number of occasions and Majestical who has only run twice and finished second twice this year. Joan Le Brocq saddles Secret Assassin who was a shade disappointing last time out and Fine the World who runs off a good handicap mark and can be expected to produce a strong finish. The youngster Grey Panel form Tony Le Brocq’s yard would be a surprise winner and as previously mentioned will be much stronger next season. Ten year old Cronkyvoddy who won the event in 2010 and has shown the odd bit of form this season but he is not getting any younger and is best overlooked. This leaves Toggle who was the subject of a gamble that was rather odd due to the seven year old was running over a trip that was seven furlongs more than what appears to be his best, returned to a more suitable distance backers have every chance of recouping their losses. As previously stated this really is a needle in the haystack affair in regard to finding the winner and my lucky (or normally unlucky) pin points to Fine the World arriving on the scene late and fast to take the spoils.
Fourth race at 4:10pm is “The Ladbrokes Ladies Day Handicap” over one mile two furlongs with the field dominated by the Malzard yard who have four of the six runners all four can be given a chance. Sans Sa Dame and Sissi Guihen finished second and third respectively in the Jersey Derby where Superduper failed to see out the trip and faded into seventh, however the latter will be better suited by the distance this time and could well see off her two stable companions, however the stable newcomer Neuilly who has transferred to the yard after only one run for the Joan Le Brocq stable is the selection for this race. Seen making strong late headway on her Les Landes debut the four year old would not need to have improved much in order to win. The field is made up by The Angie Corson trained Becks Bolero  who has been consistent this season and Danehill Dazzler from the Arthur yard, however the nine year old ran a dreadful race in the Jersey Derby and as a result is best left alone. 
Final Race of the afternoon at 4:50pm is “The Ladbrokes.com Handicap” over one and a half miles, Joan Le Brocq trains half of the field, the chances of both Landolino and Lord of the Wing would be considerably boosted if there was any appreciable rain prior to the meeting, but the yards other runner is Bollin Fergus who has won twice this season and could still be improving. Main danger to Bollin looks like Lady Petrus who was less than a length behind the selection last time out and is now a pound better off. The other two entrants Uniform Ruby and the veteran Countrywide Pride both appear to have a fair bit to find on what they have shown this season
