The Stewards noted that the Pony Club Races held before the thoroughbred races were well
received and had nothing to report after the running of both races.

After the running of the first race the Stewards interviewed the Starter, Mr. C. Le Riche, as to
the reason why two horses appeared to not get away on a fair break. The Starter reported that
he was going to call a ‘False Start’ as he had seen the two laggards, however both jockeys on
those mounts had yelled ‘Let us go!” being also mindful of the fact it was a Two & Half mile
race and a few lengths over that distance was not material, he elected to keep his recall flag
down. The Stewards noted his explanation.

Following the running of the Second Race the Stewards interviewed Mr. Anthony Procter as
to why ANNA GALERIA appeared to stop racing about 2 furlongs out. The jockey reported
that the he had given the horse a reminder about the 3 furlong mark and it didn’t pick up. He
further stated that it felt like the horse had bottomed out and had nothing to give, so he just
got the horse home as best he could. The Stewards noted his explanation.

The Stewards Secretary that evening received information that the horse had been attended
to by the vet and might be out for the rest of the season.

The Stewards then discussed with Mr. Procter an incident in the Parade Ring where he had
requested his mount go out last, the Stewards asked that if he was aware of a charge requiring
a little extra care then he should pass that information to the trainer, who in turn could request
that from the Stewards.

Before the running of the Third Race, Mr. J Mercier requested that CRONKYVODDY be
led in at the start. Mr. J.S.0. Arthur requested that ATHANIA and MAJESTICAL also
running in the third have someone with them at the start. Following a conversation with the
Starter who has the authority to sanction such requests permission was given.

The Stewards immediately called an enquiry after the running of the Third Race with regard
to the start. The Starter was interviewed as to why it seemed that ATHANIA had been
advantaged. Mr. Le Riche reported that all were in line at the tape, but the jockey of
ATHANIA, Mr. M. Batchelor had caught his fellow jockeys napping and had kicked on at
the correct moment. The Steward present at the start confirmed that it was indeed good riding
by Mr. Batchelor. The Stewards duly noted their accounts.
